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JOINING THE BBSL COMMITTEE
Q. WHY SHOULD YOU BECOME A COMMITTEE MEMBER/OFFICE BEARER?

A. You should join the committee because you have a passion to contribute positively and devote your time, energy and expertise to the enhancement of the objectives of our Samaj.

Serving on the committee allows you to meet and get to know fellow Samaj members and make a difference in our community and in your personal development.

Q. HOW OFTEN DOES THE COMMITTEE MEET?

A. The main committee meets approximately once a month and all committee members are expected to attend.
